Abstract

Taiwan’s democratization has directly challenged the KMT’s auth-
oritarian political regime and induced polarized national indentity con-
frontation. This phenomena has become a major force in party politics
in Taiwan. This paper has adopted the suvery datd as a result of a
special research project commissioned by National Science Com-
mission in 1994 to be reference of analysis.
